Beware of one small problem - according to this book, if you live south of Gainesville, Florida you
are no longer in the "South". It only covers the Upper South through the Coastal South and, as a

result, many of its recommendations are just not workable in the Tropical South (Zones 9 - 11).

This book is necessary for any serious garderner in the South. Chaplin has hundreds of plant lists,
covering everything from "Trees with Inconvenient Litter" to "Vines for the Beach". Each plant is
accompanied by the recommended best planting areas: All South, Upper South, Middle South and
Coastal South. She also includes advice from area nursery owners and respected garderners. This
book puts all the plants together in an easy to find format, which should be helpful to all garderners,

whether amature or professional.
